To enroll your child, please complete and return the attached form with payment:
· Classes will run every day that the school is in session.  Enrichment calendars showing each semester’s classes are posted on www.coloradointernationalschool.org.
· Enrollment is done on a first come first served basis and parents will be notified if there is no space available in the class of their choice. 

· A minimum of 3 students is needed for classes to take place.

· Fees listed are for the entire year and reflect the total number of classes in the 2010-2011 academic year.  
· All payments must be received by the payment due dates below. If a student who has not registered has to be enrolled in a class because of late pick-up, payment ($15) for that class must be made at time of pick-up.  

· A 25% discount will be applied to any student who is enrolled in 10 hours a week of enrichment classes. 

· A 5% sibling discount can be applied to each child in a family enrolled in the enrichment program (e.g. If you have two children attending Enrichment classes each child pays the sibling discounted amount; however, no sibling discount applies to a prepaid amount for the entire year paid by August 18th).
· Drop-in Fee $15/hour (payment must be received at time of drop-off. If payment is not received at time of drop-off, invoice will be sent with a $5 penalty fee). 
· Unless the entire year’s fees have been prepaid, re-enrollment for the next semester is not automatic and registration must be done at the beginning of each semester.

· Fees are not pro-rated if a student enrolls after the classes have begun.

· No refund will be granted for withdrawal after the second week of the program, nor will any refund or reduction be given for classes missed due to the students’ absences.

· Other than Ambassador Club 8-9 a.m., there are no enrichment classes during the last week of school (May 30 through June 3).
