For the safety and security of all Colorado International School students and staff, you must observe the following rules at all times during this trip.  

I, ________________________, have read the CoIS Middle School Code of Conduct and the following rules.  I hereby reaffirm my commitment to the CoIS Middle School Code of Conduct and understand that during the China 2011 Immersion program trip, I must:  

1. be accompanied by an adult at all times.

2. abide by the CoIS Middle School Code of Conduct as if I were still in Denver.

3. behave and control myself in a mature manner during the CoIS trip at all times.

4. respect public and private property in the places where I stay and in the places I visit.

5. respect the rules of any place where I stay, including noise and curfew restrictions especially in common, shared spaces such as hallways.

6. treat all China 2011 students and staff and friends we meet with respect, kindness and courtesy.  I will not call people names or engage in humiliating behavior.  I understand that I am part of a team on this trip and I will do everything in my power to make the trip pleasant for everyone.

7. tell a CoIS staff member when I need a break and wish to be alone in a safe setting.
8. be an ambassador of my school and my country wherever I go.
I understand that Colorado International School will not tolerate destructive, threatening, intimidating, vulgar, offensive, derogatory, insulting, or risky and out-of-control behavior by students or staff during the China 2011 trip.

MIDDLE SCHOOL CODE OF CONDUCT

The CoIS Middle School is a peaceful and studious academic community where each individual shows respect for and is respected by others. As a member of this community, I will make every effort to adhere to the basic principles listed below.

1 - Academic responsibility
I will arrive on time to class. If I am late, my parents will call the school or provide me with an excuse in writing. I must check in with the office before going in to class. Unexcused tardies may result in noontime detention. 

I will be present except in the event of illness or extenuating circumstance, in which case my parents call school by 9:00 a.m. Whenever I am absent I will make up the work I miss by collaborating with my homework partner and my teachers. 

I will complete and turn in my work on time. If not, my teacher may require me to complete it during noontime detention. Habitual late homework may result in a meeting(s) with teachers, parents, and/or the principal.

2 - Mutual Respect
I will not use physical violence against others. (Consequence: Depends on circumstances)

I will not use insulting or foul language. (Consequence: Depends on circumstances)

I will not harass others nor will I denigrate the race, religion, appearance, gender, disability, or sexual orientation of others. (Consequence: Suspension. Length of time depends on circumstances).

3 - Respect for Property
Unless I am given express permission I will not take, use, or borrow something that does not belong to me. (Consequence: After school detention)

I will show respect and care for the property loaned to me by the school and/or by my classmates (books, cahiers, sports uniforms and equipment, musical instruments, etc.) I will show respect and care for all parts of the CoIS campus (including lockers, classrooms, hallways, stairs, library, offices, bathrooms, gym, play grounds, etc.) If I break, damage, or lose something belonging to me I will replace it or bear the cost of replacing it. If I damage school property I will perform community service hours to make amends.

4 - Safety and Security on campus
I will not leave the CoIS campus before the end of the school day (or before completing scheduled after-school activities) without written permission from my parents and from the supervisor. I am not allowed to leave campus after school, go make a purchase, then come back to school and check-in to the afterschool program.

I will not cross Iliff Avenue, Colorado Boulevard or Evans Avenue without express permission supervision of an adult. I will never run across the street. 

Consequence for the above: Isolation, additional homework

I will not open windows in the school without the express permission of a teacher or administrator. I will turn off my cell phone during school hours and not use it.

I will not touch any part of the school’s alarm system or emergency sprinklers. I will not place any object near the emergency sprinklers on the ceiling.

I will never bring matches, lighters, weapons, or fireworks to school or to a school function.

I will never bring or use cigarettes, alcohol, or drugs to school or to a school function.

Consequence for the above: Suspension -- Length of time depends on circumstances

5 – Neighborhood Respect and Safety

I understand that CoIS operates within a neighborhood, and we benefit in many ways from the neighborhood facilities, especially the park.

I will stay on sidewalks and off any lawns or landscaping.

I will not touch any plants in the neighborhood or pick anything from any plants.

I will stay with the group of CoIS students when going to and from the park.

I will cross streets only when permitted to do so by the teachers in charge of the group.

I will keep my voice at a reasonable level for outdoors to avoid disturbing any neighbors of the park or the school.
